COMPUTER TECHNOLOGY 

 
NEW:  Students may take any of the courses offered in the Technology Department to fulfill the 
required one-half credit in Computer Technology. 
 
0257 - Information Literacy:    One-half Credit  (9, 10, 11, 12) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m.  
Session I - 12:30 - 4:30 p.m. 
Session II - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This course is designed for students to develop and improve their current basic computer skills with MS 
application software. Microsoft Office is stressed.  Computer skills:  Internet research strategies to 
support preparation of reports, Word used in submitting reports and graphs, Excel spreadsheets and 
PowerPoint presentations. 
 
0262 – Microsoft Office:   One-half Credit        (9, 10, 11, 12) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
Session II - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This course focuses on the major components of Microsoft Office.  The focus will be learning to expand 
student usage of Microsoft Office Suite.  Computer Skills:  Excel spreadsheet, PowerPoint, Access and 
Outlook E-mail.  
 
 

ENGLISH 
 
0190 - Communication Skills:   One-half Credit       (10, 11, 12) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This course provides training in communication skills.  Students will be involved in researching, writing, 
speaking and listening.  As part of the course work, students write and deliver speeches that reflect 
effective development of ideas, appropriately organized supporting details, and competent delivery 
techniques.  This course strengthens communication skills such as gaining confidence before a group, 
listening, organizing ideas and persuading an audience. (This class counts as one-half English credit for 
graduation.) 
 
 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 
 
0811 - PE I:  One-half Credit       (9) 
Session I - 12:30 - 4:30 p.m. 
Session II - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
  
This course is designed to teach the importance of exercise and fitness, what one’s own fitness needs are, 
and how to attain and maintain fitness throughout one’s life.  The student will be challenged to adopt a 
lifestyle that promotes one’s own health and fitness.  This course will incorporate wellness training in 
conjunction with individual, team sports, swimming and weight training. (This class fulfills the freshman 
PE requirement.) 
Note: There is an additional (field trips) fee of $30 for this class payable with the tuition. 
 
 
 
 



 
 
0882 - Health:   One-half Credit   (10) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
Session I - 12:30 - 4:30 p.m. 
Session  II - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This classroom course will cover drug and alcohol abuse, infectious diseases (including AIDS and 
sexually-transmitted diseases), the effects of smoking, nutrition and weight control, emotional 
development, as well as discussion of other current health issues.  (This class fulfills the sophomore PE 
requirement.) 
 
0844 - PE III/IV Lifetime Activities and Fitness:   One-half Credit          (11, 12) 
Session I - 7 - 11 a.m. (Please note time difference) 
Session II - 7 - 11 a.m. (Please note time difference) 
 
This course is designed to teach the importance of concentration, hand-eye coordination, team play and 
sportsmanship with the values of respect, discipline and effort.  Students will be challenged to adopt a 
lifestyle which promotes one’s own health and fitness.  Students will engage in a variety of sports that 
will challenge them in team play, as well as individual play.  This course includes instruction in archery, 
badminton, basketball, flag football, flicker ball, floor hockey, pickle ball, soccer, softball and 
volleyball.  Students will also have the opportunity to learn the value of aerobics and fitness through our 
wellness curriculum.  (This class fulfills the junior or senior year PE requirement.) 
Note: There is an additional (field trips) fee of $45 for this class payable with the tuition. 
 
 

SCANLAN CENTER 
 
0301 - Study Skills:   One-half Credit        (9) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
Designed for the incoming freshman, this course gives students an opportunity to develop the skills 
necessary for maximizing school success.  Students will increase their understanding of the learning 
process and discuss topics that include the following:  multiple intelligences, learning styles, learning 
attitudes, goal setting, time management, active reading, listening comprehension, note-taking, 
memorization and test taking strategies, and the writing process.  A portion of each class is devoted to 
reading and discussing the required summer reading novel.  (This course is required for students 
enrolled in the Scanlan Program.) 
 
0300 - Study Skills for Success:   One-half Credit   (9, 10) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This course gives the student an opportunity to develop the skills necessary for maximizing school 
success.  Students will increase their understanding of the learning process and discuss topics that 
include the following:  multiple intelligences, learning styles, learning attitudes, goal setting, time 
management, active reading, listening comprehension, note-taking, memorization and test taking 
strategies, and the writing process.  A portion of each class is devoted to reading and discussing the 
required summer reading novel. 
 
 
 
 
 



 
SOCIAL STUDIES 

 
0328 - U.S. History to 1860 (Honors):   One-half Credit           (10, 11) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
U.S. History to 1860 (Honors) is a one-semester, college-level course which considers the major 
religious, political, social and economic themes from the founding of Jamestown (1607) to the firing on 
Ft. Sumter (1860).  Emphasis is placed on writing skills and the significant content of this period.  Pre-
requisite reading assignments will also be required and available at the time of registration.  Placement 
in this course is by Department Chair approval.  (This course fulfills one-half of the U.S. History credit 
for graduation.) 
*Note:  This course is a pre-requisite for AP U.S. History 
 
0329 - U.S. History to 1860:   One-half Credit     (10, 11, 12) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This is a survey course covering the history of the country from its founding as a nation to the firing on 
Ft. Sumter in 1860.  Emphasis is placed on cause and effect of events in the history of our country rather 
than the memorization of facts and dates, so that the student will understand religious, social, economic 
and political forces that shaped the development of the United States up to the end of this period.  (This 
class fulfills one-half of the U.S. History credit for graduation.) 
 
0345 - Sociology:   One-half Credit         (11, 12) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This course follows the development of societies through an awareness of the processes of socialization, 
an understanding of culture and society, social stratification, deviance, and social institutions.  Students 
will be expected to show mastery of material through essay tests, projects, research reports, oral reports 
and group interaction.  (This class counts as one-half of the Social Studies credit for graduation.) 
 
0311 - Geography:   One-half Credit     (10, 11, 12) 
Session I - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m. 
 
This course covers the physical and human aspects of the world and their interrelation with many parts 
of the globe throughout history and the present day.  In order to make clear the link between physical 
geographic features and human development, five fundamental themes are presented in this course:  
location, place, human-environmental interaction, movement and region.  Critical skills such as map 
reading, learning to evaluate charts and statistics, essay writing and research skills are stressed.  (This 
class counts as one-half of the Social Studies credit for graduation.) 
 
0327 - Constitution Review                 (9, 10, 11, 12) 
Session I - June 10-16 - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m.  
                  June 17-23 - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m.  

      June 24-30 - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m.  
      June 10-16 - 12:30- 4:30 p.m.  

                 
Session II - July 12-16 - 8 a.m. - 12 p.m.  
 
This week-long intensive course on these two documents is designed to aid students who do not feel 
prepared to undertake them via independent study.  Due to the intense nature of the course, only those 
students with a desire to engage in serious study should enroll.  At the end of this workshop, both 
constitution tests will be administered to students.  Passing both tests fulfills the graduation requirement. 
Note:  The fee for this class also includes materials needed for the class.
