Nearly 25 Percent of Saint Viator Seniors Named

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The IHlinois Student Assistance Commission announced its 2010 Illinois State Scholars
this week, and Saint Viator High School officials learned 70 of its 290 seniors --- nearly 25
percent of the class --- have won the prestigious award.

Illinois State Scholars rank in the top ten percent of high school seniors. Traditionally,
their selection is based on SAT or ACT scores, as well as class rank at the end of junior year.
However, since Saint Viator administrators do not use a class rank system in evaluating students’
performance, their grade point averages and strength of schedule figured into the decision.

“Illinois State Scholars are the best and the brightest in our state’s high schools, and we
salute them, their families and their teachers on this achievement,” said ISAC Executive Director
Andrew Davis. “Excellent high school grades are tremendously important for laying the
groundwork for future college success.”

Eileen Manno, Saint Viator principal, said the numbers of Illinois State Scholars further
confirms the school’s mission to provide students with a rigorous academic education in
preparation for their college pursuits.

“We’re thrilled,” Manno said. “Every year, it seems we continue to see a large percentage
of our seniors named Illinois State Scholars.
